	Two months before she braved returning to her homeland and was murdered there, I had the opportunity to hear Benazir Bhutto

address a group at the  Council on Foreign Relations. Twice a former Prime Minister of Pakistan,  she struck me not so much as a

politician but as a leader with a  clear, bold message. No one listening could misunderstand her vision for  a democratic Pakistan or

her keen grasp both of the military dictatorship and of the religious  extremists who stood in the way of implementing democracy.
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
